Activity 1:  Under Answering Interview Questions, page 3, answer the five Situational/Hypothetical questions and then add your thoughts to a group discussion about these issue questions and potential ways to respond successfully during an interview. 

(Note: One of the underlying points of this activity is to make students aware of the need to anticipate the kinds of questions they might be asked when applying to a particular job and how they might prepare for such possibilities.) 
Activity 2: Interview Role Playing: Under Answering Interview Questions, page 5, there are typical interview questions. With the advisor acting as the employer, conduct job interviews where students role play potential employees at an interview. The student will identify a possible career/job based on previous career searches and the interviewer will tailor questions as appropriate for that situation. 

(Note: In preparation for this activity, the student identifies the career/job he/she is applying for and the advisor prepares questions. The student should go to the blue tab on left, Questions you can ask to prepare question to ask the employer during the interview.

3. Culminating Assessment for this Activity: Student completes the Interview Evaluation Worksheet and Saves to the Portfolio where it can be viewed by the advisor.

Sophomore Passage Portfolio Feedback Guidelines

The purpose of the portfolio feedback is to provide students with the opportunity to review other student work and to give relevant feedback to other students in your advisory group.  The feedback is intended to be used to advance the sophomore passage portfolio to create a much more comprehensive and thoughtful senior capstone project.

Students are asked to respond to at least three other student presentations in an online threaded discussion format.  Students will be responsible for commenting on the portfolios for the three students that fall after them on the alphabetical class list.  Students at the bottom of the list will wrap back up to the top to fulfill their requirement of three.  

The intent of the comments is to present useful feedback to the student that they could include in their planning in the future.  Remember, when you are posting, ask yourself how you would receive and use the feedback you are giving.  Also these portfolios represent a significant amount of work by the student so keep your feedback constructive.  No discouraging words!

If your feedback requires clarification or further dialogue, you will be given time to respond during advisory.  Also, feel free to comment on more than the required portfolios if you have a particular interest in another submission.

Below is an example of a piece of feedback to a portfolio.  These should be thoughtful and give specific feedback.  Just submitting “I liked your portfolio, it was wicked good!” is not acceptable.


Mike, I really enjoyed your portfolio submission and I feel that your sample work shows something that is valuable to you.  I particularly liked how you were able to link your reaction paper in History to the work you are doing this year in Biology.  It seems like there are real connections there for you and these two subjects are of interest to you.  Have you thought about what you would do for your senior capstone project, maybe you could do something that further explores the historical significance of biological discoveries.  

Remember your feedback should illustrate what you liked about the portfolio and what you would suggest for improvement.
